sSecond Party shallnot only comply with the rules and regulations of First Party, butcaiiform to the laws of the State of Missouri, County of
Greene, and City of Spring'eld having to do with gambling, sale and use of intoxicating liquors, health and sanitation, sales tax, building and elec-
trical inspection and such other laws and ordinances having to do with operation of privilege granted herein and upon the premises of the Lessor.

sFirst Party shall not be responsible for any loss or damage to property of Lessee nor for any injury to Lessee’s person or persons employed by
Lessee from any cause whatsoeverior to, during or subsequent to the period named in this contract, and the Lessee in signing said contracteexpress
leases the First Party from any and all claims for loss, damages or injuries caused by or incident to Lessee’s operation of privilege speci'ed herein.
No alteration shall be made to Lessds property and any damage to said property, including due to carelessness of Lessee or his erspédlyees,

sFirst Party or his authorized agents shall have access to any leased premises, booth, and stand at all times.
